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1.0 Introduction 
The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) conducted the Truck and Freight 
Alternative Site Analysis PD&E Study to identify, evaluate, and recommend truck and 
freight parking sites along or near the Interstate 4 (I-4) corridor within Osceola, Orange, 
Seminole, and Volusia Counties that are viable for private and public operator use for 
rest stops. In 2018, FDOT conducted a statewide truck parking study to assess existing 
truck parking and future demand. The study found the I-4 corridor is the most critical 
corridor for truck parking needs in the state, specifically between the Osceola/Polk 
County Line and I-95. Based on the 2018 study, the existing average demand for the I-4 
corridor within FDOT District 5 was 481 designated truck parking spaces (combined 
public and private) for rest stops. However, there are currently 36 truck-only parking 
spaces (combined public and private) for rest stops along the I-4 corridor within the 
study area. 
 
The study limits extend from Osceola County north to Volusia County encompassing a 
75-mile-long project study area and spanning approximately one mile from I-4 within the 
four counties. In heavily industrialized areas, the initial study area was expanded to 
approximately three to five miles from the I-4 corridor. An initial screening of the study 
area was conducted to identify alternatives that met the purpose and need for the 
project. The initial alternatives were further screened to identify viable alternatives that 
minimize environmental and community impacts.  
 
As a result of the initial alternatives analysis conducted during the PD&E Study, seven 
viable truck parking sites within the four-county area were identified. The goal of the 
study was to identify at least one truck parking facility within each county to serve 
regional freight demand in Central Florida and balance the parking available throughout 
the I-4 corridor. The seven viable sites provide a total of approximately 1,094 truck 
parking spaces to accommodate existing and future needs. One viable site was 
identified in Osceola County (234 spaces) and Seminole County (132 spaces), two 
viable sites within Volusia County (total of 528 spaces), and three viable sites within 
Orange County (total of 200 spaces). All the sites are located within unincorporated 
areas except for the Volusia County sites with one located within the City of Port 
Orange and one located within the City of Daytona Beach.  
 
As a result of the engineering and environmental analyses completed during this study 
and the comprehensive public engagement plan, five of the seven sites are being 
advanced for project development and are programmed for the final Design phase. 
These five recommended sites provide a total of approximately 987 truck parking 
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spaces to accommodate existing and future needs. The Recommended Alternative for 
the Truck and Freight Alternative Site Analysis PD&E Study includes the following five 
sites: Osceola County Site 1, Orange County Site 1, Seminole County Site 1B, Volusia 
County Site 1A (Eastbound), and Volusia County Site 1B (Westbound). A map of the 
study limits and the recommended sites is provided in Figure 1-1. 
 
Preliminary concepts for each of the seven viable truck parking sites and the five 
recommended sites were developed to establish site boundaries and are provided in the 
Preliminary Engineering Report (PER). The study area for each site included the 
proposed Right-of-Way (ROW), adjacent land uses and the access roadways 
surrounding the site. All five recommended sites are located adjacent to existing 
roadways. The preliminary site concepts include parking layouts, site access, proposed 
sidewalks, stormwater management, restroom facilities, and landscaping/greenspace 
areas.  
 
This report documents the public involvement activities accomplished during the Truck 
and Freight Alternative Site Analysis PD&E Study according to a Public Involvement 
Program that was developed and followed throughout the study process. The report 
includes various correspondence received from coordination efforts with the public-at-
large, local, state and federal agencies and other project stakeholders. This document 
also includes copies of notification materials, presentation handouts, sign-in sheets, 
comment forms, as well as additional supplementary materials developed as part of the 
public outreach process 
 
1.1 Project Description 
This PD&E Study was conducted to evaluate the impacts of future truck and freight 
parking sites along the I-4 corridor within District 5, spanning Osceola, Orange, 
Seminole and Volusia Counties.  Figure 1-1 Shows the project study area.  
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1.2 Purpose and Need 
The purpose of this PD&E Study is to identify, evaluate, and recommend viable 
candidate truck parking sites along or near the I-4 corridor in Osceola, Orange, 
Seminole, and Volusia Counties for public and/or private development. The purpose of 
this project is to provide needed truck parking facilities to serve regional freight parking 
demand within or near the I-4 corridor.  
 
The need for the project is to address existing truck parking deficiencies and 
accommodate future truck parking demand to better serve freight mobility and improve 
safety. The primary goal of the PD&E Study is to develop and evaluate viable truck 
parking sites to meet the future 2040 (average) parking demand of 883 designed 
parking spaces. Additional truck parking capacity is being proposed to allow design 
flexibility for site design and to accommodate rapid freight growth in Central Florida. 
 
The parking demand is a function of both freight mobility and federal regulations 
governing hours of service for commercial vehicle operators. These regulations involve 
mandated maximum hours of service, maximum consecutive hours and days, and 
required regular minimum 30-minute breaks after eight cumulative hours. Without the 
appropriate freight parking facilities, drivers may be forced to spend unnecessary time 
searching for available parking, or they may be required to park in unsafe and/or 
improper locations.  
 
The trucking industry is indispensable to the American economy and the quality of life 
for our communities and consumers that depend on delivered goods. Apart from many 
other roles and responsibilities, truck drivers are responsible for delivering raw materials 
to manufacturing facilities and finished products to retail and commercial sites. 
Businesses both big and small depend on truck drivers to safely transport their items 
across the nation, while maintaining efficient delivery times. According to Trucker Path 
survey (2018), 48% of truck drivers spend over an hour searching for a place to park. 
This equates to a $5.1B loss in revenue annually, including wasted fuel, wages lost, 
maintenance, and associated crashes.  
 

 
1.3 Project Background 
The study began by defining primary site selection criteria to identify potential parcels to 
be further analyzed. Primary evaluation criteria included land use, to ensure truck 
parking is in accordance with permitted future land use designation; zoning, to ensure 
truck parking is in accordance with permitted zoning designations; Site area, to ensure 
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the parcel or potentially combined parcels provide the desired 8-20 acres needed to 
provide truck parking; Proximity to I-4, within ½ mile to one mile of I-4 to provide parking 
with a reasonable distance to major truck routes and access to provide trucks direct and 
easy access to the parking site. Additional consideration was given to public-owned 
properties, industrial clusters, and access to connected major highways.  

 
1.4 Study Results 
Based on the engineering and environmental factors and public and agency input, the 
goal of the study was to identify at least 1 viable site in each county to serve existing 
and future I-4 truck parking needs in the vicinity of the high freight demand areas.  As a 
result of the comparative analysis, 6 preferred sites are recommended for further study. 
These preferred truck parking sites are Osceola County Site 1; Orange County Sites 1, 
2, and 4; Seminole County Site 1B; and Volusia County Site 1. These sites meet the 
purpose and need as well as the study criteria as defined in Section 1.4. Osceola 
County Site 1 offers the ability to provide 257 potential parking spots and may be 
suitable for a public-private partnership. Orange County Site 1 is owned by the Florida’s 
Turnpike Enterprise, eliminating the need for right-of-way acquisition. Site 1 is also 
within a heavily industrialized area, with many land uses relying on freight traffic. Site 2 
is an ideal site for public-private partnerships and is also within a heavily industrialized 
area. Site 4, while further from the I-4 corridor, is a viable site with high truck parking 
demand, having the opportunity to support overflow from Sites 1 and 2 in Orange 
County.  Seminole County Site 1B has significantly lower construction and ROW costs 
than the alternative site 1A. Volusia County Site 1 is publicly owned available land and 
would provide the opportunity for a large parking facility to provide 528 truck parking 
spaces in total, with the site split in two, providing sites for both eastbound and 
westbound directions of travel on I-4. The direct access to the truck parking site from I-4 
limits the truck traffic on local roadway networks. If these recommended sites advance 
to a future Design phase, the site plans will be further refined and evaluated to minimize 
wetland involvement, avoid wildlife habitat, reduce costs, and avoid and minimize 
overall environmental effects. 
 
2.0 Public Involvement Plan 
A Public Involvement Program (PIP) was developed for the I-4 Truck and Freight 
Parking PD&E Study and was approved on June 30, 2022. This program was 
developed in compliance with the Project Development and Environmental Guidelines; 
Florida Statute 339.155; Executive Orders 11990 and 11988; CEQ Regulations for 
Implementing the Procedural provisions of the Natural Environmental Policy Act; and 
FHWA Order 5610.1C.   
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The purpose of the PIP was to document the tools and techniques used to establish and 
maintain communication with interested citizens, business owners, local agencies and 
local government officials, and other project stakeholders. As a result of extensive 
public involvement, the project team has been able to effectively build consensus 
among interested stakeholders. A copy of the PIP is provided in Appendix A. 
 
2.1 Mailing List 
A comprehensive community inventory was conducted to develop a stakeholder mailing 
list/database. The mailing list was initially generated via information from each of the 
four County’s Property Appraiser’s offices and local stakeholder coordination. The 
mailing list was updated throughout the study based on meeting attendance and/or 
interested citizens requesting to be added to the mailing list. Copies of the mailing lists 
are provided in Appendix B.  
 
2.2 Agency Coordination Meetings 
Coordination meetings were held with various agencies throughout the study. The table 
below summarizes the meetings and dates that were held with Osceola, Orange, 
Seminole and Volusia Counties, and the Cities of Sanford, Port Orange, Orlando and 
Daytona Beach throughout the project in order to build consensus, coordinate with local 
agencies, and present the proposed sites and proposed alternatives. Meeting minutes 
and letters of support received from agencies are provided in Appendix C. 
 
In addition to the agency meetings listed below, project staff conducted surveys at the 
Florida Truck Driving Championship events on June 9-11, 2022, and June 15-17, 2023.

II.  PROJECT BACKGROUND 

The Truck and Freight Alternative Site Analysis PD&E Study will evaluate potential truck and freight parking 
sites along the I-4 corridor through Osceola, Orange, Seminole and Volusia Counties that are viable for 
private and public operator use.  The study will include social, economic, engineering, and environmental 
assessments of the potential parking sites.  Preliminary concept designs will be prepared for each viable 
parking site.  Public engagement will be conducted during the study and public meetings will be held in 
each county.  The project location map is provided in Figure 1.  

III.  PROJECT GOALS  
The following goals and objectives have been defined for this study:  
 

Identify sites that are potentially viable for public and private operator use along the I-4 corridor 
in District 5  
Ensure a complete and objective consideration of alternatives consistent with National 
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) process requirements.  
Obtain input from industry stakeholders and community stakeholders, interest groups and the 
general public during the PD&E phase. 
Identify and advance one or more viable sites to the design phase.

V.  IDENTIFICATION OF AFFECTED COMMUNITIES AND STAKEHOLDERS 

The project limits fall within Orange, Osceola, Seminole, and Volusia Counties. A map of the project limits 
is provided on Figure 1 of this PIP.  The demographics of the study area were obtained through the FDOT 
Efficient Transportation Decision Making (ETDM) Environmental Screening Tool (EST) Sociocultural Data 
Report (SDR), using American Community Survey (ACS) 2015-2019 Census Data. A copy of the SDR is 
attached to this PIP in Appendix B.  

A quarter-mile buffer was applied to the study area in order to analyze the SDR data. The study team will 
collect additional SDR data that is more specific to the potential truck and freight parking sites when the 
alternatives are developed. Key demographics in the project area such as; transit dependent, elderly, and 
limited English proficiency will be taken into consideration during the selection of public meeting locations 
and development of notification materials. The team will also ensure that team members are available at 
meetings for the translation of study information if it is deemed necessary.

Demond explains the primary site selection criteria in order to explain how the proposed sites were 

selected –  

Kevin – first site identified is along Sand Lake Road and John Young Parkway – 35 acre site currently 

owned by DOT. Coordination with turnpike is occurring – there is a funded project to provide an 

interchange with the turnpike. Access off of SLR would be considered since JYP is already built up. 

Feedback/viability- Brain Sanders : the proposed interchange is a bit of a challenge along with 

access to JYP. The JYP side is elevated and has a ramp on the west side of the property. On the 

south side the interchange is proposed across from the industrial area. It may work for the 

purpose of truck parking. 

Second site – Landstreet Rd at 441 and Beachline – recently demolished with potential plan for multi-

family.  

Current status of site? – John Weiss: old condominiums that were demolished. Purchased by 

investment company. County in process of releasing liens – in terms of redevelopment 

application on the property – there has been an application for multi-family on the property. 

Currently zoned as industrial in the county comp plans. County has not determined the approval 

of the application. I would like it to continue to be reviewed for truck parking. The location could 

be very appropriate and beneficial for the area.

 A: The sites are about 20 miles apart. 

Q: Would the Department consider a “green” approach to site development? 

 A: The Department is looking into solar and electrification options. 

Q: Any consideration to options other than asphalt? 
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A: That is something that we can look into. However, it will likely be asphalt due to cost and 

impacts from heavy trucks.  

Q: Why does the Orange County site #1 show so much green space in the preliminary design? 

 A: There is a floodplain compensation site for Florida’s Turnpike there. 

Q: How do you get back onto the Turnpike from Orange County site #1? 

 A: A right in/right out driveway with signage to direct trucks back to the Turnpike. 

Q: Would sites be considered secure? 

 A: Yes, there will be security at each of the sites. 

Q: How will the Seminole site impact the future I-4 Beyond the Ultimate (BTU) interchange? 

A: the BTU would not be directly impacted. After BTU west bound trucks will be able to exit from 

the left or right into the site. The intersection near School Street would need to be redone. 

Q: So in the interim (prior to BTU) the trucks will have to take Monroe Road to 1st Street to get to I-4 

from the Seminole site? 

 A:  

A: Trucks will not want to drive and sit in traffic during peak hours and will avoid driving during 

those times. 

Q: Was the empty car lot on the west side looked at? 

 A: Yes, it was determined that it is located too close to residential. 

Q: What is the timeline?  

A: Currently the Department has identified funding for one site through construction in 2026. An 

additional site is funded for design in 2024. 

Q: Can we request that the Department wait on the Seminole site until the BTU interchange is 

constructed in order to avoid adding additional truck traffic to the local roads? 

A: Noted.  

C: There is a local truck driving school that is wrecking our local roads near the mall already. 

Q: Is there any way to advance the interchange construction?  

A: The Department is currently looking for opportunities to advance the construction of the BTU 

interchange. 

C: We do not want the truck traffic moving from the site to Monroe Road to SR 46. 

C: The hospital has concerns regarding existing and additional traffic affecting access to the hospital. 

C: FedEx will likely use the site as their own parking for trucks since they already have a need for that at 

their site. 
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Q: What about the trail that goes around the lake? Would cyclists be impacted?  

 A: No.  

C: The east bound I-4 ramp backs up at the railroad crossing already. There is a need for improvements 

in that area currently.  

C: The city would like to formally go on record stating that this is not a preferred site for the city based 

on traffic impacts and that the site is valuable industrial land for the city.  

Q: How will trucks make a left out of the site? 

 A: Left turns will not be allowed. 

C: The zoo is a noise sensitive site and already have issues with the animals being impacted by noise. Is 

this something the noise study would evaluate?  

Q: Has the team looked into the historically platted neighborhood in Deltona where there are no 

homes?  

 A: 

C: When you have sites and facilities like this, public safety services are called frequently. Coordination 

with Sanford PD, Seminole Fire, etc. will need to occur.  

C: the proposed 24 hour lighting at the site will also be an issue for the zoo and the animals.  

Q: When would construction begin? 

A: Currently one site is fully funded through construction in 2026 and another site has funding 

for design in 2024. 

Q: If private industry is able to meet the demand for parking on its own, would you still need to build the 

Seminole site? 

 A: There are currently no plans for private development that would meet the demand. 

C: We would like to see improvements to the roadway system near the mall area in order to help 

support additional traffic from the site.

Meeting Notes: Discussion notes are provided below for each topic covered within the meeting. 

 
1. Introduction, Roles, Responsibilities 
• Mark Trebitz provide an overview of the project and meeting purpose, and each participated gave 

an introduction. The PD&E Study engineering and environmental analysis and documentation is 

underway with the PD&E anticipated to conclude in September 2022. 

 
2. Updated Site Concept (attached) 
• Site concept has been modified since our last meeting on 3/17/22. 

o The previous layout had a large impact to floodplains and would require mitigation for 

replacing ponds 

o The updated site concept fits within the current FTE configuration of the proposed SB exit 

ramp, and will not require floodplain comp. The proposed pond under for FPID 433663-1 

will require modifications to accommodate the truck parking area and to serve for joint use 

between the two projects. 

o The floodplain compensation area proposed by FTE was avoided by reducing the footprint of 

the proposed site and number or parking spots (proposing approximately 109 parking spots) 

o The proposed entrance on both SLR and JYP is right in / right out 

• Joint use pond discussion: How will this correlate with the timing of the FTE project? 

• Funding is available for one full site and design is funded for a second site 

• Earliest the truck parking project would go to Construction would be FY 26 

• FTE letting for 433663-1 is tentative for March of 24’ 

• FDOT Truck Parking Availability System (TPAS) discussion: Has there been discussion around truck 

parking information management systems/signing? 

o Yes, the plan is to provide truck parking information management. Steven noted the initial 

plan is to provide it on Sand Lake Road and on Landstreet Road but not on Turnpike. 

o Steven discussed the goal of this site would be to serve the O&D of the freight industry 
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o Turnpike noted the need for overflow from the Turkey Lake Plaza, and the benefit of having 

some signage on the Turnpike, even if not TPAS, is beneficial if additional spaces will be 

available. Steven added additional signing is still an option and can be coordinated further in 

design. 

3. Traffic Analysis Methodology Overview 
• The consultant team utilized FHWA’s methodology to determine demand and compared the 

results to average trip rates of rest areas within District 5. 

o Based on methodology, the site is anticipated to generate 110 trips in the peak hour (55 

in and 55 out) 

o Distribution of the site trips was calculated based on the existing truck percentages on 

JYP and SLR. 

o The site trips were added to the 2040 volumes identified in the 2017 Florida’s Turnpike 

and Sand Lake Rd IJR to conduct and intersection analysis. The IJR traffic was reviewed 

for the trip distribution.  

4. Summary of Traffic Analysis at Site 
• The traffic analysis summary can be found attached. Discussion points are as follows: 

o The truck parking build scenario was compared to a 2040 no-build scenario (recreated 

from FTE’s IJR). The results show a minimal impact created by the trips generated by the 

proposed site and no degradation of LOS 

o FTE noted that overall, the analysis is okay, but would be interested in seeing what the 

SimTraffic results would be. However, due to the minimal traffic impact and the existing 

FDOT scope, FDOT would prefer to utilize the Synchro analysis. Andrew noted the traffic 

is minimal and if FDOT is comfortable, FTE agrees SimTraffic is not required. Andrew 

added that there appears to be no issue with driveway spacing since it meets Rule 14-97 

and no impact to ramp operations.  

o FTE requested to review Synchro files, in lieu of additional SimTraffic analysis 

o The group agreed that the traffic impact would not impact the Turnpike’s design 

 
5. Open Discussion / Next Steps 

• If the site is constructed, FDOT would monitor the operations of the right in/right out on SLR, 

and if necessary, remove the right in, or utilize JYP as the only access. 

• Right turn lane storage on SLR was discussed and it was noted that the details of the turn lane 

length will be finalized as the study progresses. 

• The proposed pond areas were discussed, and it was noted that the full drainage analysis has 

not been complete. 

o VHB will provide the preliminary calculations developed in the PD&E (underway) but full 

detailed engineering calculations will come in Design. Moving forward, FTE would like to 

review information on interconnected ponds and sizes to support joint use 

development. 

o FTE will meet internally (Pam to discuss with Erin Yao) and pass on any notes they have 

regarding drainage and considerations for pond size to meet the needs of both projects 
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• FDOT has presented plans to leadership. FTE will discuss the project further internally, then 

advise FDOT on next steps for R/W Discussion. 

o FDOT noted that it would prefer to own the site, but those conversations have not taken 

place 

o FTE has agreed to consider modifications to 433663-1 project (FTE SLR) if the timing of 

the truck parking study fits within the Turnpike project schedule without delay 

• Is there any reason or possibility that the project wouldn’t move forward? 

o It is in FDOT preferred list and has not received any negative input that would impact it 

o There are not many risks involved in this site, FDOT just needs to make sure the concept

3. Discussion 
 
Victor Gallo shared that Ponds 1A and 1B have been revised to provide for drainage 
needs of the SLR Interchange and OSUI Interchange projects. It was discussed that no 
additional water quality and quantity credits are available in Pond 1B. Exhibit was shared. 
 
Based on the Truck Parking schedule the Sand Lake Road design team considers that 
the best approach is to use the remnant area available and re-configure the truck parking 
footprint and address their needs using the other pond sites shown in their conceptual 
report during the design phase. FDOT D5 and their consultants agreed with the 
approach. 
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Kevin Freeman (VHB) mentioned that the new Turnpike Pond size shared during the 
meeting will impact a few parking spots but not enough to affect the potential viability of 
the truck parking site for recommendation. 
 
Kimley-Horn identified credits (0.4 ac-ft) available for floodplain compensation in the 
turnpike ponds and the existing floodplain compensation site. Any credits available are to 
be documented in the Turnpike SLR drainage report for future use including the truck 
parking facility design.   
 
Ramon Breton mentioned that Pond 1B outfalls to an existing ditch that would be within 
the truck parking footprint. Renato Chuw (Inwood) agreed for D5 to include document the 
need of culvert design or ditch realignment to maintain the drainage flows. This is the 
main outfall for the Turnpike project.

Kimley-Horn will document with the 90% drainage report the coordination with D5 on the 
design of the truck parking facility.

On behalf of MetroPlan Orlando, the federally designated metropolitan planning organization for the Orlando and 
Kissimmee Urbanized areas in Central Florida, I am pleased to support the Florida Department of Transportation 
(FDOT) 2023 Infrastructure for Rebuilding America (INFRA) grant request.  The Osceola and Seminole County portions 
of this project are included in the MetroPlan Orlando 2045 Long Range Transportation Plan and is the Number One 
Ranked project in the Board’s Priority Project List.  The I-4 Truck Parking project will address a critical need for parking 
as identified by the US Department of Transportation, the FDOT and the American Transportation Research Institute. 

The Central Florida I-4 Truck Parking Facilities project addresses the serious need for additional parking along the I-4 
corridor.

During weather-related 
emergencies, rescue vehicles and response teams could be staged, as needed, at each of the parking facilities. 
Following the emergency event, the facilities could also be used as relief supply staging areas for Central Florida 
communities.

Miami-Dade County and South
Florida have faced a shortage of
freight truck parking spaces for at
least a decade. Port of Miami is one
of the largest container ports in
Florida and Miami International
Airport was handling 81% of air
cargo tonnage in the state by 2014.
Playing such a role in the freight
cargo industry comes with
challenges. 

The last study by the Miami-Dade
Transportation Planning
Organization in 2010 and 2012
revealed there were only 293 truck
parking spots in the county but
there was demand for 12,000, which
would require development of 1,100
acres. Those numbers have evolved
over the years but the problem
remains the same and the solutions
are limited. 

Carlos Castro, District Six freight
coordinator for the Florida
Department of Transportation
(FDOT), said the department is now

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conducting a supply and demand analysis to get updated
numbers and show existing conditions in the truck
parking arena. Results are expected in December or
January. 

“The issue is really the cost of land, specifically in highly
urbanized areas like Miami-Dade County,” he said. The
shortage of truck parking facilities is a problem
nationwide. “If you look at the entire nation, highly
urbanized areas experienced the same kind of problem,
that is, the high cost of the land that’s competing with
these types of facilities.” 

Mr. Castro explained that due to high land cost, the
private sector is more likely to develop other commercial
facilities. 

“Traditionally, those types of facilities are delivered by the
private sector. The private sector takes care of filling that
gap,” he said. “Unfortunately, when the cost of land is so
high, the finances do not work,” he continued. 
“Therefore, the developers specialized in those types of
facilities are unable to acquire the land to develop those
types of facilities… the finances don’t work.” 

As a result, FDOT is getting into the business of creating
truck parking facilities, incentivizing the private sector by
providing department-owned land and offering potential
upfront capital investments to help the private sector
make the finances work, Mr. Castro said. 
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Miami Today reported in June 2020 that the county and
state transportation officials targeted a 17-acre parcel
near the Golden Glades Interchange for a “Truck Travel
Center.” It would include at least 135 truck spaces and
amenities such as fueling, truck repair, truck washing,
truck weighing and dining, shopping, laundry and
showering space for drivers. Since then, the department
has continued to work on that project. 

Mr. Castro said the project will add 135 to 140 parking
spaces and construction is expected to begin in fiscal
2023, between March and June. “We’re actually
underway, beginning the process for a request for
proposals, and in about a year from now, we probably are
going to be advertising a design-build contract, and then
hopefully begin construction in our fiscal year ’23.” 

Efforts to overcome the truck parking shortage come from
different agencies. The Miami-Dade Transportation
Planning Organization (TPO), on its end, is organizing a
regional workshop about free parking that includes
Broward and Palm Beach counties and the Federal
Highway Administration, to which they would look for
opportunities to expand truck parking in the region. 

Aileen Bouclé, TPO executive director, told Miami Today
that the federal administration would provide specific
resources and experts in the field. Additionally, the
organization has been working with Tallahassee to submit
freight priority projects for funding. 

“We continue to advocate and request funding for the
Golden Glades interchange parking truck parking
facility,” Ms. Bouclé said. “We also have Northwest 36th
Street as a priority for improving truck traffic flow… and
we’re also very interested in the interchange of the
Palmetto and Okeechobee Road.” 

For this project, FDOT is looking to redesign the
interchange, including ramp access and overpasses.
“They’re looking at how the flow of traffic through this
intersection can be improved,” she said.
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Both agencies continue to work on projects to develop
freight truck parking and improvements in mobility, but
this is a challenge yet to be overcome. 

“We are looking at other pieces of land that we own for
potential development for parking facilities,” Mr. Castro
said. “But again, there’s competing interests and there’s
not that many parcels that have the appropriate
characteristics such as the size, the proximity to limited
access facilities or highways, proximity to load centers,
and proximity to warehousing assets.”

how it brightens the day of 
all involved. Both events 
were canceled or held with 
COVID health restrictions 
the last two years.

Wilda Belisle, the 
Council’s Senior Vice 
President of Nutrition, 
keeps the Osceola MOW 
program rolling — and it 
hasn’t been easy. The client 
has gone from 275 to 525, 
and it was higher at the 
height of the pandemic.

“We don’t have enough 
volunteers for all those 
routes now,” said Belisle, 
noting some very helpful 
ones are able to double-
up. And there’s a need for 
volunteers in all parts of 
the county.

“But it’s the best hour 
of your day,” she said. “You 
may be the only visitor they 
have all day, which makes it 
all that important.

Typically, each volunteer 
delivers one day a week, and 
most routes have eight to 10 
clients. Routes generally take 
60-90 minutes to complete. 
But delivery drivers can 
also serve as a lifeline — if 
a resident doesn’t answer 
when they normally would, 
drivers and the Council 
have phone numbers and 
emergency contacts to check 
on the client.

Cristian Choong is 
Belisle’s assistant the Council 
on Aging.

“This is a great program, 
these seniors aren’t fortunate 
enough to have family 
to look in on them. We 
come out not to just bring 
meals but to give them the 
interaction they deserve,” 
he said. “Their smiles back 
at you are the reward, they 
are grateful to see a smiling 
face and someone to talk to. 
They make your day.”

St. Cloud Mayor Nathan 
Blackwell was one of the 
Community Champions 

at last week’s event. It was 
his first time out with 
Meals on Wheels, but is 
very aware of the program 
through his Cornerstone 
Church ministry.

“We have members 
who run those routes. 
It’s about touching a life. 
Many of these folks don’t 
have family in the area. It’s 
not just a meal, but a smile 
and a kind word and a few 
minutes of conversation, 

that can change a life.”
The Council also needs 

volunteers to help package 
up meals from the Barney 
E. Veal Center off U.S. 192 
just east of Kissimmee.

“You tell me what you 
can do, and I’ll find you a 
role,” Belisle said.

Cadet Co. Giselle Rivera.

In addition to the high-
intensity drill competitions 
and ceremonies, the true 
calling of the cadets is 
to serve their student 
community and the 
community at large.

sition at Security First Insurance in Or-
mond Beach, where she began as a busi-
ness development relationship coordi-
nator on June 6. It helped, she said, that
she interned with the company the pre-
vious two summers.

“It made that so much easier, a lot
less stressful, knowing that I had this
opportunity,” she said.

Melissa Burt DeVriese, chief admin-
istrative offi�cer and general counsel for
Security First, said, “The job market for
recent college grads is probably better
than it’s been in years.”

Local employment numbers 
back to pre-COVID levels

In April, Volusia County had 1,643
more employed workers than it did in
March and 12,719 more than it had a year
ago, according to the Florida Depart-
ment of Economic Opportunity. The in-
creased hiring has lowered Volusia
County’s unemployment rate to 2.5%,
down from its COVID-19 pandemic peak
of 14.2% in April 2020. Just two months
earlier, prior to the pandemic’s onset lo-
cally, unemployment stood at a near
record-low 2.5% for the county. 

In neighboring Flagler County to the
north, the number of employed workers
in April increased by 296 compared with
March, and was up 2,380 year-over-
year. Flagler County’s unemployment
rate in April fell to 2.6%, down from its
pandemic peak of 14.2% recorded exact-
ly two years earlier. 

In St. Johns County, Flagler’s imme-
diate neighbor to the north, the number
of employed workers in April rose by 621
compared with March and was up 8,937
compared with a year ago. The jobless
rate in the St. Augustine/St. Johns
County area improved to 1.7% in April,
second-lowest in the state behind only
Monroe County, which includes the
Florida Keys, where the unemployment
rate now stands at 1.5%.

Unemployment in St. Johns County

peaked at an all-time high of 10.4% in
April 2020, when much of the Florida
economy was in lockdown mode be-
cause of the pandemic.

Statewide, the unemployment rate
for Florida improved to 3.0% in April,
down from 5.1% a year ago. 

Unemployment peaked during the
early months of the pandemic at 13.9%
in May 2020, up from 2.7% just three
months earlier.

The state-mandated shutdowns
aimed at slowing the spread of the CO-
VID-19 coronavirus in March and April
2020 resulted in the sudden layoff�s and/
or temporary furloughs of tens of thou-
sands of workers in Volusia, Flagler and
St. Johns counties. 

As of this April, the number of unem-
ployed workers was down to 6,562 in
Volusia County, 2,525 in St. Johns
County and just 1,278 in the much
smaller Flagler County.

“If you look at the employment num-
bers today versus the employment
numbers pre-COVID, we’re actually
higher today than we were,” Volusia
County Economic Development Direc-
tor Helga van Eckert told a cheering
gathering of area businesspeople and
elected offi�cials at Daytona Beach Inter-
national Airport on May 23.

Greg Blose, president and CEO of the
Palm Coast-Flagler Regional Chamber
of Commerce, noted in a news release
that “Flagler County fi�nally has more
jobs today than February 2020 (the last
month before the pandemic-driven
lockdowns began in Florida). This
means Flagler has recovered the jobs
lost due to the global pandemic.”

Blose added, “Now that we’re fi�nally
‘even,’ the (Palm Coast-Flagler Regional)
Chamber is doubling down on helping
employers grow jobs and strengthen
their business.” 

‘Great Resignation’ 
or ‘Great Reflection’?

Today, the chief impediments to the
local economy, in addition to rising in-
fl�ation, is the national labor shortage
that is making it more challenging than
ever for Volusia-Flagler area employers
to fi�ll jobs.

Brianna Perez, who graduated from
Fairfi�eld University in Connecticut last
month with a marketing degree, could
have gone the tried-and-true route by
taking an entry-level job in her fi�eld.

Instead, she’ll rotate among several
departments – including marketing, fi�-
nance, human resources and operations
– for a fast-growing health care compa-
ny before choosing a long-term position
in whichever area she fancies. The ex-
perience could set the stage for an even-
tual career as a top executive, perhaps
even CEO.

“It’s like a spider’s web with so many
paths I can go to,” Perez says.

This year’s college graduates are en-
tering the most favorable job market in
decades. Employers fall over them-
selves to snare the newly minted work-
ers with sweetened off�ers as fi�rms grap-
ple with widespread labor shortages.

Many graduates join the workforce at
higher job levels and pay, or they are
placed on accelerated career tracks.
They’ve been wooed with signing bo-
nuses, fl�exible hours, vacation stipends,
pet insurance and vows to wipe away
their student debt.

“It’s a bit of a feeding frenzy,” says Ju-
lia Pollak, chief economist at ZipRecrui-
ter, a job site. College grads “kind of
seem like a pot of gold.”

In April, there were 11.4 million job
openings, not far below the prior
month’s record high, and roughly two
vacancies for each unemployed person.
Although many Americans streamed
back into a sizzling job market as the
pandemic eases, others are sidelined by
COVID-19 fears or child care responsi-
bilities or cushioned by cash reserves

built up during the health crisis.
A couple of million baby boomers re-

tired early in the crisis, and most of
them aren’t coming back despite soar-
ing infl�ation and a plunging stock mar-
ket. Those retirees are joined by about
10,000 retiring boomers each day. 

The abundance of job openings
prompts a near-record 4.4 million
Americans to quit jobs each month,
typically for better-paying positions,
further widening the chasm in the labor
market.

Normally, companies recruit college
grads each year to refresh their talent
pipelines and develop future execu-
tives. That’s still the case, but their
needs have become more basic.

“Employers are choosing college

graduates to fi�ll the gap,” says Jim
Kwapick, district director of Robert Half
staffi�ng. “They just don’t have the work-
ers they need.”

Getting an early boost

The trend gives grads a big leg up at
the outset of their careers. Many college
students who graduate during down-
turns, such as the Great Recession of
2007-09, suff�er earnings losses and
downshifted career trajectories. The op-
posite is the case for those who enter
booming job markets.

Promotions and raises are often teth-
ered to a graduate’s starting point. Fi-
nancial well-being, retirement savings
and the ability to buy a home hinge on a

worker’s earnings history.
“The benefi�ts of graduating into a red

hot labor market could compound,” ac-
cording to a ZipRecruiter report.

“Those kind of changes aff�ect peo-
ple’s lives forever,” Pollak says.

Employers planned to hire 31.6%
more college graduates in 2022 than last
year, according to a survey in March by
the National Association of Colleges
and Employers. Eighty-one percent of
college grads are confi�dent they’ll get a
job off�er that matches their career goals,
a survey by job board Monster shows.
By contrast, 73% of grads took a job out
of desperation last year.

At Wake Forest University, full-time
job postings over the past school year
doubled from the prior year to 91,400,
according to Andy Chan, the school’s
vice president of innovation and career
development. More than half of seniors
accepted off�ers before graduating.

“This is the hottest job market most
of us have seen,” Chan says.

Employers poach college students

At Michigan State University, job
postings doubled to 200,000 the past
year, says Jeff� Beavers, executive direc-
tor of the school’s Career Services Net-
work. Employers are so aggressive that
some troll social media to learn of the
jobs seniors land, then lure them away
with a better package. He says 2% to 3%
of this year’s grads reneged on accep-
tances. “It’s fi�ercely competitive,” Bea-
vers says.

New college grads’ salaries are up 8%
to 11% since 2020, in line with overall
pay increases, according to staffi�ng fi�rm
Manpower. Pay for many graduates in
professional fi�elds is up 20% to 30% this
year, Kwapick estimates.

I am the project manager of the PD&E and would be glad to provide any additional
information that isn’t provided in this email or at the project website (447724-1 Truck and Freight
Alternative Site Analysis (cflroads.com)).  From the first phase of the PD&E, which mainly focused on the
site location vetting and narrowing down as well as stakeholder engagement, we have 5 sites we are
moving forward with to achieve the needed 883 truck parking spaces by 2040 (currently District 5 has
only 36 truck parking spaces).  A site was selected in each of the D5 counties to achieve the large number
of spaces needed and to distribute access along the I-4 corridor in D5 – Osceola, Orange, Seminole, and
Volusia (Volusia site was split into eastbound and westbound side for project funding purposes but is still
has was shown at the public meetings in 2022).
               The Volusia County site is split into an eastbound and westbound site creating two separate
projects.

A portion of the site’s parking spaces are to be equipped with shore power so trucks
